BOARD OF SELECTMEN

The Board of Selectmen met in the Joseph F. Bilotta Meeting Room, Town Hall as scheduled with Paula Bertram, Steven
M. deBettencourt, Thomas Mason, David Matthews and Kerry Speidel, CAFO present; Tom Alonzo was absent. Regular
Meeting opened at 7:00 PM with the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC COMMENT

¢ Tom Mason mentioned that Channel 8 was down due to a virus.

¢ Dave Matthews commented on the new sign that was so generously donated at the Ritter Building but said that it
isn't visible because of the large shrub that is there. Would like to see the shrub removed.

e Curtis Benoit (Lot #38) of Meadow Woods Trailer Park wanted a time frame when the issues at the park would
be resolved. One issue concerning him was the repair to his driveway wand when it would begin. Kerry said it
would likely be within the next two weeks and would be paid for out of the original grant money that financed the
installation of sewer & water. His other issue he was concerned with was Lot #35 where a Unitil truck backed
over a 6” sewer pipe and crushed it. He notified Unitil approximately three weeks ago but as of yet they have not
done anything about it. He also notified Jack Rodriquenz, DPW Director but was told by Jack that it was a park
matter. Paula questioned whether Mr. Dulchinos has been notified and Mr. Benoit said he had and was told he
would look into it. Paula who is also Chair on the Sewer Commission was concerned that if this matter wasn't
taken care of it could present a public health hazard. The Board would like an updated report from the DPW

Director.

3. 7:30 PM — Lunenburg Solar Project/John Londa — School Facilities Director John Londa (adviser to the task
force) was unable to make the meeting so Steve Marsden, Chair of the Green Community Task Force spoke to the
Selectmen regarding getting their permission to issue Request for Proposals (RFPs) soliciting bids to install solar panels on
three buildings in Town. The Task Force recently completed a $150,000 grant application that would help pay to install
the solar panels on the Public Safety Building as well as Turkey Hill Middle School. They are looking into the possibility of
installing panels at the Lunenburg Public Library as they also have expressed interest. The Task Force believes that
between the grant money and the savings from solar energy could allow the town to pay for this without using any tax
dollars. The Board voted unanimously to move forward with the project.
